GYM RENOVATION

Q - Who is the Gym Renovation Committee?
A – The Gym Renovation Committee was formed by a group of community members who wanted to better our community center.  Committee members are listed at the bottom of this page.

Q - What is the gym renovation fund paying for?

A – The gym renovation fund will pay for the expenses related to the gym floor, refurbishing the bleachers and other expenses to better the community center.
Q - What is the Parent Faculty Club (PFC) paying for?

A - The PFC had decided at its last meeting to pay for the professional painting of the gym walls, entryway and cafeteria.  To save some money, volunteers painted the bathrooms and the locker rooms.  The kitchen will not be painted – we may save that for another date.  The PFC has also paid for the materials for the new trophy case that will be installed in the entryway. 
Q - Why wasn’t I asked to help with the painting?

A - Our apologies if you felt that you were left out during this whole process.  The committee was formed at the last PFC meeting.  It was a very fast moving process. The last thing we wanted was for people to volunteer their time and end up standing around with not enough work to be done.  We asked a few people to help when we felt we could use the extra hand, but most of the work was done by the committee members.  

Q - Is the PFC paying for part of the gym floor?

A - No.  It was discussed in great length at the last PFC meeting that the funds raised in past fund raisers and future fund raisers will continue to be spent on those items needed for the school’s technology, athletics, and other school needs.  Check the Bartelso School’s website or the Bartelso’s town website (websites listed below) for a list of items recently purchased with PFC funds.  The Gym Renovation Fund is separate from the PFC.

Q - How are we paying for this floor when we have not had any fundraisers yet?

A - The Parish has graciously provided a loan from the Diocese for upfront funding.  It is a 5% interest loan that must be paid off in 5 years.  We will continue to have fundraisers until the entire balance is paid in full.
Q - Is the school or state funding part of this?

A -   Probably not.  The School Board has applied for an amendment to receive funding from the state with a $15,000 grant from the Health, Life and Safety fund.  There is a chance that we will receive the grant, but we had never counted on receiving the grant money.
Q - Why are the parish and the school involved?

A - The parish owns the building and the school leases the building from the parish.

Q – Is there asbestos in the gym floor?
A – An architect took samples of the gym floor and found that it was asbestos-free.
Q – What is the Rough Ryders band fundraiser?

A – The Committee has booked the Rough Ryders, a country / classic rock band, to play at Bartelso Park on Saturday, September 25th from 7:30 – 11:30. There will be a kickball tournament during the day along with food and refreshments.  There will be a DJ between sets.  We will begin the reverse drawing at 7pm for a 4-wheeler or $5000 cash. Every 25th ticket drawn wins $100 until only 25 tickets are left. Then the reverse drawing for the 4-wheeler or cash begins.
